 Progress on SGD6 for both  access to safely managed 
drinking water and sanitation services is not promising

 Funds allocated to the sector are not enough to change the 
trend, and are below relevant comparators

 Funds allocated to the sector are well spent and go mainly to 
cover CAPEX costs (yet access rates are stagnated; 
reconstruction, rehabilitation?) 

 Challenge ahead is huge – Billions of Euros

 Utilities need to perform satisfactorily
 Operate and maintain properly the systems (get out of the 

build-neglect-rebuild cycle)
 Become financially sustainable and creditworthy

 Strong regulatory framework, with cost-reflective tariffs 
accompanied by subsidy schemes to exclusively support 
people in need

 Private participation and mobilization of private capital 
should be included as an option to finance the CAPEX
